Participants’ income must be at or below 50% of the area median – for example, at or below $52,350 per year for a family of four


	


Participants must provide documentation including their current lease, rent payment history, evidence of previous and current employment income, an accounting of household expenses, and other documents needed to establish eligibility and appropriateness for this program.
