II. January 2011 Point in Time count – Night of 1/26/11

Need to coordinate collection of information, both raw number of individuals, and sub-population data now required especially for sheltered individuals.

Individuals in jails other institutions, and in HUD permanent housing are NOT counted.

DSS 24-hour shelter clients – all data is covered in DSS database. Philippa and John DiPirro will coordinate this.

Overnight shelters and Warming centers – need to collect survey data on clients present that night. PD&D will work out details with the staff of Sharing Community, GCCC, Oasis, Mt. Vernon YMCA, HOPE, and Jan Peek.

Mount Vernon will also have Todd and Arthur going out with officer to count street homeless.

VA will collect all data from clients at the Domicilliary, Common Ground, Westhab per diem

Annette will coordinate getting information from the DCMH homeless outreach team, Mt. Kisco shelter, Children’s Village youth outreach van.

Planning Department will forward the survey to local Police Departments in Yonkers, White Plains, New Rochelle , Mount Vernon, Peekskill, and smaller cities, for street homeless counting. HOPE will help with street homeless count in New Rochelle. Open Arms will assist in White Plains.

PD&D will collect and aggregate the data after the count.

III. Affirmatively Furthering Fair Housing – sponsor training

Dana says there is no need for formal training.

Planning Dept. will address the points in the NOFA on this topic to make sure NY-604 CoC is compliant.

In short, providers should show clients a map of which areas are impacted, and allow them to choose to live either in or out of these areas. This process must be documented.

Dana is waiting for Norma Drummond’s OK on the exact language before forwarding the suggestions to Annette.

However, Karl is concerned that training for the providers to make sure they do this correctly is warranted.
