Minutes for meeting held November 12, 2009

3. FY09 Application

a. 501 c 3 status letters – Yoav needs 501 c 3 status letters from all agencies which are lead sponsors for each round (Lexington Center, Grace Church Community Center, H.O.P.E., HDSW, and Pathways to Housing). Please email a scan of the letter to him.

b. Logic Models- Karl and Yoav present the Logic Model which will be used for all 10 renewal rounds. The service output will be Case Management for all beds; the measured outcome will be clients remaining in Permanent Housing for more than 6 months with a target number of 80%. Evaluation tools are program specific forms, and HMIS, maintained in client folders and central database. Data collected upon incident using relational database and computer spreadsheets.

4. APR tracker – see meeting handout. Rounds 3, 6, 7 and 4 are already being processed by Mary DeVivo.  Agencies in Round 4 must send in their APRs for aggregation NOW. Rounds 11, 10, and 9 are now due to DCMH for aggregation as well. Round 8 will be due 11/30.

5. Vouchering and payments- John Dipirro reports that some electronic vouchers are not being filed out correctly- including PTH and MHA which do not include scanned signature pages. HOPE may be dropping out of DCMH S+C entirely.

Once vouchers are all emailed correctly filled in, DCMH can process vouchers and provide payment within a week.

6. Other issues:

a. DCMH is considering if and how best to consolidate rounds to decrease paperwork. More information is pending

b. SPOA is still sending individuals with homeless status issues to S+C providers. Agencies have therefore refused some SPOA referrals. More guidance for SPOA is needed.
