Homelessness Prevention and Rapid Rehousing Program (HPRP)


Major Objectives: Yonkers

Rapid Rehousing

1. Westhab will recruit, screen and enroll at least 65 homeless households with significant income or income potential for rapid achievement of self-sufficiency in a Rapid Rehousing program; and

2. Westhab will distribute up to $585,000 in rent and/or utility subsidies for eligible participants in accordance with all applicable HPRP requirements and guidelines.

Eviction Prevention
1. CLUSTER will provide eviction prevention outreach to help identify, screen and enroll eligible participants in the City of Yonkers’ HPRP-funded eviction prevention component;

2. CLUSTER will provide initial assessments and quarterly reassessments during the period of HPRP financial assistance for every household receiving payments for rent arrears, rent subsidies and/or utility arrears through the City of Yonkers’ HPRP-funded eviction prevention component;

3. CLUSTER will provide budget assessment, and budget counseling for every household receiving payments for rent arrears, rent subsidies and/or utility arrears through the City of Yonkers’ HPRP-funded eviction prevention component;

4. CLUSTER will provide ongoing housing case management/crisis intervention services during the period of HPRP financial assistance for every household receiving payments for rent arrears, rent subsidies and/or utility arrears through the City of Yonkers’ HPRP-funded eviction prevention component;

5. WRO will distribute up to $378,000 in rent and/or utility subsidies for eligible participants in accordance with all applicable HPRP requirements and guidelines;

6. WRO will identify affordable housing units for at least 80 HPRP-eligible households served by the Rapid Rehousing or Eviction Prevention HPRP components funded by the City of Yonkers;

7. Westhab will help at least 15 HPRP-eligible households facing eviction  to relocate to more affordable housing units;

8. Westhab will distribute up to $44,853 in moving-related expenses, security deposits, etc. in accordance with all applicable HPRP requirements and guidelines to help eligible participants relocate to more affordable housing; and

9. LSHV will provide legal services directly related to eviction prevention or housing stability for at least 100 HPRP-eligible households facing eviction.

Major Objectives: Mount Vernon

1. MVUT will refer at least 80 potentially HPRP-eligible households facing eviction to the Mount Vernon Urban Renewal Agency for a formal intake assessment;

2. CMV will assess and enroll at least 48 HPRP-eligible households at imminent risk of eviction into Mount Vernon’s HPRP-funded eviction prevention program;

3. CMV will distribute up to $475,292 in rent and/or utility subsidies for eligible participants in accordance with all applicable HPRP requirements and guidelines;

4. CMV will provide initial assessments and quarterly reassessments during the period of HPRP financial assistance for every household receiving payments for rent arrears, rent subsidies and/or utility arrears through Mount Vernon’s HPRP program;

5. CMV will provide ongoing housing case management/crisis intervention services during the period of HPRP financial assistance for every household receiving payments for rent arrears, rent subsidies and/or utility arrears through Mount Vernon’s HPRP program;

6. CMV will inspect all units to be assisted, including both new and existing units;
7. WRO will provide budget assessment and budget counseling for all households receiving financial assistance through Mount Vernon’s HPRP program;

8. WRO will provide budget assessment and budget counseling for at least 48 HPRP-eligible households facing eviction;

9. WRO will help identify available affordable units in Mount Vernon when needed to help financially stabilize households facing eviction;

10. LSHV will provide legal services directly related to eviction prevention or housing stability for at least 20 HPRP-eligible households facing eviction;

Major Objectives: New Rochelle

1. HOPE will establish a Housing Outreach Center that will serve as a one-stop portal to all HPRP-funded services in New Rochelle; 

2. HOPE will recruit, screen and enroll at least 30 HPRP-eligible households at imminent risk of eviction; 

3. HOPE will distribute up to $306,000 in rent and/or utility subsidies for eligible participants in accordance with all applicable HPRP requirements and guidelines;

4. HOPE will provide initial assessments and quarterly reassessments during the period of HPRP financial assistance for every household receiving payments for rent arrears, rent subsidies and/or utility arrears through the City of New Rochelle’s HPRP-funded eviction prevention component;

5. HOPE will provide budget assessment, and budget counseling for every household receiving payments for rent arrears, rent subsidies and/or utility arrears through the City of New Rochelle’s HPRP-funded eviction prevention component;

6. HOPE will provide ongoing housing case management/crisis intervention services during the period of HPRP financial assistance for every household receiving payments for rent arrears, rent subsidies and/or utility arrears through the City of New Rochelle’s HPRP-funded eviction prevention component; and

7. LSHV will provide a 0.67 FTE attorney to work 26.8 hours per week at the Housing Outreach Center Provide legal services directly related to eviction prevention or housing stability for at least 75 HPRP-eligible households facing eviction.
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
