I. Welcomes and Introduction

II. Announcements:

a. Gary Winn is retiring 6/30. Also, Diane Stern will be retiring the same day. This is part of a large exodus of professional expertise from DSS.

b. YPD may have layoffs too. Through layoffs and attrition the number of officers is 

being reduced from over 600 to 500. 2 fire houses will also be eliminated.

c. Probation will also see staff reductions, especially supervisory positions. Probation funding may be switched from DCJS to OCA (Family Courts).

III. Update on budget cuts

Astorino may cut $16 million from the county budget, much of that from DSS, including from childcare subsidies, and reduced foster care/homeless costs. 

IV. Year 2 Third Quarter statistics

See Hand outs. There are problems and inconsistencies in the data presented. New intake form was distributed after 3rd Q cycles started. Number of clients with baseline stats documented, and then improvements from baseline is LOW for that reason (Westhab did not collect baselines). BBBS still has not added its baseline data collected with internal forms to the YJCEC progress reports. BBBS also included some Year 1 data in the Year 2 YTD column.

SFP has 62 clients to date, target of 100 should be met by end of June. BBBS is on target as well.

Early Truancy Intervention: Still waiting for schools to make referrals. ETI showing up to the new Truancy Liaison Workgroup to drum up business. (Schools deciding to report ALL students with 20 or more unexcused absences. There are no acceptable reasons not to report. The schools will also standardize actions taken before this 20 ABS threshold; ETI can be one of these steps.

VI. Other new business

Next steps for YTRSG (and MVTRSG) is to focus on students who are suspended repeatedly. DSS Probation, DCMH, YPD and Yonkers Public Schools will all work together to plan how to deal with this needy population.
