· Changed “Apartment Address” to “Street Address”.

· Added “City” column next to Street Address for listing of city where unit is located (not every agency included this information previously).

· Added column “Reasonable Rent”. Value in this column should come from the 2010 Reasonable Rent table distributed by DCMH (@ 150% of local median rents according to WRO survey), determined by City and Unit Type.

· Base Rent cell now turns RED if above Reasonable Rent.

· Added column for Security Deposit.

· Date Last Recertified cell now turns RED if more than 365 days before start day of Report Month.
