Project Goal 

Reduce juvenile crime and chronic truancy in Yonkers by increasing the availability of carefully targeted evidence-based prevention and intervention programs in our community. We will achieve this goal by making carefully targeted investments that build community capacity, fill identified gaps in services, and provide new on-going evidence-based interventions. We will implement 3 major program components: 1) Mentoring using the Big Brothers/Big Sisters model, particularly focusing on recruitment of adult male mentors for high-risk male youth, 2) Functional Family Therapy, particularly for adjudicated JDs and other youth already involved in the criminal justice system, for whom no FFT services are currently available, and 3) Strengthening Families Program for families with children aged 7-12, particularly for parents of chronically truant youth referred by the Yonkers Public Schools or the Westchester County Department of Social Services’ Child Protective Services.
