I. Welcomes and Introduction

II. Announcements:

Vouchering against the DCJS grant is behind schedule. Andrus and PD&D have large amounts of unused funds remaining. Agencies need to increase spending rates and voucher in order to catch up and use as much of the authorized funds as possible. FSW has vouchered only through January.

V. Update on Drug Free Communities activities

2010 Application was due last month. Decision expected in August to September. 

Next activity: Media Literacy training for youth and then, in May, Operation Storefront which will be a scan of neighborhood alcohol and tobacco advertising, “loosie”cigarette sales, and “nutcracker” alcoholic drinks. 

There is small amount of funds for compliance checks in Yonkers/Ossining.

VI. Implementation of Year 2 DCJS grant

a. 
SFP: New SFP 10-14 cycles are starting soon at the YMCA (1st session 5/25) and at Family Ties 1st session 4/21). In addition see chart showing the number of scheduled SFP cycles in Year 2. YJCEC will have 18 cycles vs. the target of 20 promised to DCJS [12 out of 10 SFP 10-14, 6 out of 10 SFP 6-11].

BBBS: 27 Year 2 matches (6 closed). 21 matches sustained from Year 1, though these are starting to close. Total of 48 active matches. Will meet target of 30 by May/June. (Department of Ed. Grant closing and those students are being transitioned to the DCJS grant.)

Early Truancy Intervention

Only 20 referrals this school year from Yonkers Public Schools (very slow). 10 of those families were engaged, and there are 7 active cases.

VII. Other new business

Yonkers Turancy Reduction Providers Workgroup meetings have been suspended. Instead that material will be covered in the Yonkers Truancy Reduction Strategy Group or YJCEC meetings as appropriate.

A new Suspensions Workgroup will be started soon.
