3. Client homeless status audit- all agencies must review all DCMH S+C clients to make sure that proper documentation for eligibility based on homeless status is present in the client folder. Agencies must forward the names of any problematic clients to Karl Bertrand at Kbertrand@programdesign.com by Friday July 24th.

Please see the guide to HUD homeless status regulations in the meeting handouts. Note that regulations were more loose prior to 2006. For clients ho moved in 2005 and earlier, they were eligible if they were facing eviction. However, for 2006 and later that was no longer true. Individuals facing eviction are not considered homeless.

In any case, documentation of the particular homeless status needs to be present in every single client folder!

If there is a client which does not meet the eligibility requirements in effect when they moved into S+C they will need to be transferred to new housing.  

4. New vouchering procedure in effect as of July 1. For all costs incurred starting 7/1/2009, DCMH will only accept vouchers in the new digital .xls file form. All agencies should also be caught up with all vouchers through the end of June, 2009.

Question: Are indirect costs allowable in the S+C 8% admin line, or only the exact activities listed in the new voucher. Probably no, but Yoav will check with Lisa Lockley for the answer.
