I. Welcomes and Introduction

JABG grant awarded to Andrus/Student Advocacy for early truancy intervention, but the funds are delayed. Agencies will intervene at 10 ABS, before case is reported to CPS.

II. Progress report on services

a. Strengthening Families Program

5 agencies were trained by Andrus: YCAP, Westhab, Family Ties are ran two cycles of groups each. CLUSTER and YMCA did not run any groups. Overall C grade

For Year 2, SFP providers need to schedule new cycles or original model SFP. FSW may take over for CLUSTER.

 In addition, Andrus will train 5 agencies in new, more intensive model SFP for ages 6-11. HOPE, Lexington Center, Yonkers Public Schools, Probation, DSS staff may want to be trained. 

b. Mentoring:  Dept of Ed. Grant: 70 matches out of 80 matches are made. Target will be met by the end of June. Together with the 20 matches funded by DCJS that will be 100 matches by July 1. A grade 

BBBS needs end of June school data on grades and ABS from school system to report outcomes to the Dept. of Education.

c. Assessment/referral of suspended middle school students:
