10. Participants coming from Transitional Housing

The applicant must acknowledge in writing that project participants coming from Transitional Housing will have originally come from the streets, emergency shelters, or a safe haven project. In addition, the Applicant must maintain records to document that its project participants originally come from the streets, emergency shelters, and/or safe havens.

15. SHP Funds use to lease units for participant housing. Before grant execution applicant must acknowledge that:

15a. the leased site(s) are not owned by the project sponsor, the Applicant, or either of its parent organizations. This includes organizations that are members of a general partnership where the general partnership owns the structure(s), both parties are parts of the same governmental unit, or the governmental unit creates an authority or similar entity to acquire and lease the facilities to the governmental unit and other parties, and

15b. no SHP operating grant funds will be used for the payment of utilities, maintenance, and repairs, or management fees associated with the site(s), if the Applicant is leasing housing units and utilities are not included in the lease.

Other Capacity Issues

Prior to 2009 grant agreement execution, applicant must ensure that all terms, conditions, and requirement(s) of the previous grant agreement(s) have been met. Failure to demonstrate compliance may result in withdrawal of this award. Further, applicant must certify that it understands that all grant funds will be drawn down prior to submission of the APR, which is due within 90 days of grant term expiration. Any funds remaining will not be available for payment and will be recaptured. HUD reserves the right to not award future renewal applications at the same level of funding if funds are not drawn down according to the terms of the grant agreement, particularly if it is related to low-occupancy levels.
