II. Announcements

Homeless Employment Initiative budget amendment will not be accepted for the FY08 contract. Instead, once the FY09 contract is executed, Mount Vernon should resend the amendment request.

III. HUD APR announcement

See handout concerning new requirements for electronic submission of APRs. Starting with all projects ending 7/1/10 or later, the only possible method of APR submission will be through eSNAPS!

For projects ending 7/1/10 to 6/30/11, eSNAPS APRs will include only the data elements used in the old APR and the new 2010 data elements released recently by HUD.

For projects ending 7/1/11 and later, eSNAPS APRs will include all new 2010 data elements.

New HUD Data Elements effective June 1.

New data elements must be used for clients entering starting June 1. New elements include new category choices for many questions. There will be new questions as well. Some questions which were required will become optional, and vice versa.

Some data elements (disability, benefits received, income) must now be updated annually for all clients.

Yoav will be distributing a new intake for soon – use it for all CoC intakes.

Pat Harper is working with HMIS provider to transition the HMIS to new data requirements.

IV. APR Update

LATE APR: C30-4025 S+C II. Should be completed by end of this week.

All four APRs due 4/30/10 to HUD have been submitted.

Upcoming APRs: YMCA S+C C40-4004 grant ends 5/31/10.

V. Drawdown report

B70-4010 Shallow Rent funds left over. Request already sent to HUD for funds to be recouped.

FY08 SHP contracts are all on schedule or fully drawn down EXCEPT Renaissance Chronic Homeless Outreach which is 6 months behind schedule.

Shelter Plus Care contracts CMV S+C IV, CMV S+C V, CMV S+C Vets, and Renaissance S+C are all many months behind schedule. At least 1-2 units should be added to each contract to increase fund use rates.

VI. HUD Homelessness Definition comment period

See handout for new homeless definition released by HUD on April 19. Public comment period on new definition will last 60 days.

New definition includes those losing housing within 14 days (was 7 days) with no new residence identified. It also includes a new category of homeless: families and youth who are “unstably housed”. “Unstably housed” means no lease in 91 or more days and at least three moves in last 90 days, and disabilites/barriers to employment.
