c. Department of Education grant funding 80 matches at Big Brothers/ Big Sisters in Yonkers has been canceled as of 3/31/10. No reason given. BB/BS trying to get no-cost extension until end of school year.

OJJDP program may have replacement funding for site based mentoring.

Other agencies can help by providing space/recruiting aid.

New Weed & Seed site application also includes funding for BB/BS.

IV. YTRSG meeting summary 

Judge Duffy has been transferred to Supreme Court in the Bronx.

New Yonkers Truancy Liaison Workgroup meetings will be scheduled one week before YTRSG meetings. Representatives from 5 schools with most chronic truants will discuss specific cases and determine which students should be reported to CPS. 1st meeting of YTLW is 4/14 at 10:30am. Truancy data will be distributed to schools on 15th of each month. Schools will have until end of month to report chronic truants. Then by 5th of following month, data of truants and reports will be compiled for YTLW meeting in second week of month (YTRSG meets third week of month).

Big problem for middle schools and high schools is dealing with behavioral cases – not cases of parental neglect. PINS and PINS diversion may be appropriate but Probation Dept. is not a full partner yet.

Family Ties will not do its 4 cycles this year. To make up for this, FSW will do a third cycle, and YCAP/Westhab will do extra cycles at MHA as well.

c. BBBS: 18 Year 2 matches, seven are pending and will be matched by the end of March for a total of 25 Year 2 matches by then. Will meet target of 30 by May/June.
